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Objectives

Students will:

1. Identify major world climate regions

2. Identify climate zones

3. Identify where each major climate zone is located

4. Explain why each climate zone is located within each region

5. Identify the types of vegetation found in each region

6. Describe how climate zones affect daily lives

7. Be able to locate climate regions on a world map

8. Identify two countries within each climate region

9. Be able to use cause and effect to describe conditions that cause climate zones
10. Be able to create graphic organizers to define zones in the region
11. Use cause and effect to describe conditions that effect daily life
Task 1:

You will create a world map showing the major world climate regions and their climate zones.  Use your textbook or classroom atlas to research the zones.  Select colors to represent the climates and create a key.

Task 2:

Create a chart showing the conditions which cause climate.  Divide your chart into four (4) headings:  See example below
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Column 1:  Write the names of each of the twelve (12) climate zones in the first 
 column.

Column 2:  Write the major characteristics of each climate zone.

Column 3:  Describe the conditions that cause climate.  For example: Marine 
 West Coast: Rainy and mild winters, cool summers and heavy rain, 
 coastal areas that receive moist ocean winds; deciduous trees

Column 4:  Write the different types of vegetation (plant life) located in your 
 
 climate zone
Task 3:  Choose two (2) of the following activities.
A. Plan a survival strategy for one of the climate zones.  Answer the following questions and write a creative story about your daily life.

1. What type of shelter would you need and be able to make?

2. What type of clothing would you need and be able to make?

3. How would you obtain food and what would you eat?

B. Choose two (2) countries from one climate zone that you have not used for the project.  Research their vegetation and describe in essay form the cause and effect relationship between climate and vegetation.

C. Make a list of all of the types of precipitation that you can think of.  Write a poem using the words on your list.

D. Create a travel brochure for one major climate zone.  Make sure that you include activities, sightseeing (animal sightings, vegetation that is unusual, etc.), weather, potential hotels and foods.  You may use pictures with captions or any other visual to help your readers understand the climate zone.

E. Use the chart that you created in Task 2 to write a song or rap about the causes of climate zones within regions.

F. Choose one climate zone and write a commercial to entice visitors to your region.  You must have a hard copy of the commercial for evaluation and present your commercial to the teacher.
